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   Early Bird Advising gives a student the opportunity to discuss one-on-one with a faculty member (aka an advisor) the coursework already taken and plan coursework needed to complete his program of study.  The faculty member may recommend beneficial courses related to his  program of study, offer advice regarding the sequencing of coursework, or refer to other services like Financial Aid or Counseling and Career Services as needed.    


Then, the student should independently select the appropriate times and courses that best fit his lifestyle using the information provided to him at Early Bird Advising.

      The Advising Task Force piloted the Early Intervention Project (EIP) during Fall semester 2007.    The thirty-one students who were placed on Academic Warning at the end of Summer semester 2007 were sent a letter from the Vice President of Academic Affairs that required the students to call or email the Student Success Centers for an appointment and to meet with an academic advisor at least once during Fall semester 2007.  Of those thirty-one students, eighteen contacted the Student Success Centers. Of the eighteen who visited the Student Success Center at least once, five improved their academic standing to “Good Standing”, seven remained on Academic Warning, and six were placed on “Academic Probation”, the second rung of the ladder that ultimately leads to academic dismissal.    The EIP will be continued during Spring semester 2008.  A structured sample of seventy-five students placed on Academic Warning at the end of Fall semester 2007 was selected.   


  Since nearly ¼ of GHC’s student population were in academic trouble at the end of Fall semester, this is timely research and intervention.
