It was noted that majors Biology and Majors Physics were offered at the Cartersville campus.  The classes that students are unable to take at the Cartersville campus are Chemistry and Biology 2161.
Secondary Performance Target:  


	Recommended Actions: Until a second building is added at the Cartersville campus, the site will not be able to provide access to Chemistry and Biology 2161.  A careful watch needs to be kept to see that facilities for these classes will be offered in the next building.
