	Summary of Data Collected (Performance Results):

Primary: 34% increase in the number of students participating in Advising Daze from 2005-2006 to 2006-2007. By location: Acworth 122%, Cartersville 35%, Marietta 457%, and Rome -23%
Secondary: 34 posters were displayed in total.  By location: Acworth 7, Cartersville 12, Marietta 10, and Rome 15
Secondary: 53% of students surveyed indicated the found out about the event from in-class advertising and 35% indicated they found out from posters. By location: Cartersville 59% in-class, 29% posters; Marietta 41% in-class, 41% posters, and Rome 36% in-class, 44% posters (Data not collected at Acworth)

Secondary Target: 70% of faculty will indicate that they understand the importance of the general education core curriculum.
Secondary Target: 70% of the faculty will rate advising programming as either good, above average, or excellent.



	Summary of Data Collected (Performance Results):

Primary: 90% of students surveyed during Advising Daze indicated they had developed an academic plan. By location: 86% at Cartersville, 94% at Marietta, and 95% at Rome. Acworth data not collected. 

Secondary Target: 76% of faculty indicated that they understood the importance of the general education core curriculum. Survey administered to faculty as a whole not sorted by location.

Secondary Target: 13% of faculty rated experience at Advising Daze as excellent, 47% as above average, and 34% as average.
