Secondary Performance Target: 10/13 (77%) of students scored 80% or better on the Objective Simulated Clinical Examination (OSCE). 3/13 (23%) did not score 80% or better. 

	Recommended Actions:
Primary Performance Target not met.  Utilize daily clinical journal entries to evaluate each individual students’ strengths and weaknesses on a daily basis. Utilize this information to schedule remediation and one-on-one instruction with students as needed. 

Secondary Performance Target not met.  Schedule one-on-one remediation with each student that does not score 80% or better on the Objective Simulated Clinical Examination (OSCE). Have each student demonstrate success on a second attempt of the OSCE in DHYG 2510. 
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
