	Unit/Team Mission: The mission of The Extended Learning Department at Georgia Highlands College is the provision of electronic-based accredited courses to GHC students through nontraditional methods of course delivery via Georgia Highlands Television (GHTV), DVD, and other electronic methods to enable students enrolled in these courses to utilize scarce time resources to obtain course credits while maintaining their full-time employment. 



	Expected Outcome: 1. The department will maintain, operate, and provide programming for GHTV

2. Five extended learning-type courses will be offered via GHTV; 3. Faculty perception of GHTV extended learning-type course programming; 4. Students’ perception of GHTV extended learning-type course programming. 


	Outcome Assessment Method: 1. Programming will be based on scheduling priority to GHTV courses with other programs being secondary; 2. Division chairs will be electronically advised of opportunities for faculty to offer courses through Extended Learning; 3. Faculty will be electronically advised of opportunities available through Extended Learning; 4. Students will become aware of the classes and opportunities to utilize time resources to obtain course credit.  


	Performance Targets:  

Primary Target: Two faculty members who have never offered courses via GHTV will offer courses.
Secondary Target: 100% of the faculty will become aware of the advantages of producing and offering a class via the extended learning department.



	Summary of Data Collected (Performance Results): 
Primary Target: As a result of electronically notifying division chairs two faculty members who had never offered a distance class opted to teach via distance. Six classes were produced and added to the DVD inventory. Of the six, five were cablecast on GHTV. 

Secondary Target: Faculty members were notified directly via electronic communications regarding the facilities available through extended learning. As a result two faculty members are using the department to produce i-pod based materials for student delivery with an additional faculty member being approved to teach in fall of 2008.   


	Recommended Actions: Continue to notify division chairs of available opportunities to offer classes via distance. Publicize distance learning opportunities to students in student publications.
