	Summary of Data Collected (Performance Results):

Primary Performance Target:   90% of BIOL 2107 students identified appropriate keywords  in submitting a research prospectus for a course lecture assignment on genetic engineering.  [90% earned a mean score of 22.8 on a 25 pt. (max. possible score) rubric.]
Secondary Performance Target:  71% of BIOL 2107 students developed an appropriate search strategy, documented in a research prospectus for a course lecture assignment on genetic engineering.  [71% earned a mean score of 22.6 on a 25 pt. (max. possible score) rubric.]
Tertiary Performance Target:  60% of BIOL 2107 students identified potential sources of information, documented in a research prospectus for a course lecture assignment on genetic engineering.   [60% earned a mean score of 25 on a 25 pt. (max. possible score) rubric.]
Quaternary Performance Target:  87% of BIOL 2107 students submitted a list of legitimate sources generated by implementing the keywords, and search strategies above; as documented in a research prospectus for a course lecture assignment on genetic engineering.   [87% earned a mean score of 24.3 on a 25 pt. (max. possible score) rubric.]

Secondary Performance Target: 69% of ENGL 1102 students documented sources correctly using MLA style for primary and secondary sources.

Primary Performance Target:  70% of HIST 2111 students will compile an annotated bibliography appropriate to their respective essay projects.
Secondary Performance Target:  70% of HIST 2111 will demonstrate their understanding of the importance of discriminating among traditional & electronic sources.


	Summary of Data Collected (Performance Results):

Primary Performance Target:  67% of HIST 2111 students submitted first drafts of annotated bibliographies; of these, 69% contained errors while 31% of the submitted annotated bibliographies were submitted without errors.  78% of the final drafts of these annotated bibliographies were submitted without error. 
Secondary Performance Target:  69% of submitted annotated bibliographies had errors of form and grammar.  The final 78% of correctly submitted annotated bibliographies reveal enhanced understanding of the need to discriminate among traditional & electronic sources.



	Recommended Actions:

Primary Performance Target:  Target met; no action required. 

Secondary Performance Target:  Target met, though the assignment should be repeated to gather a larger data base for how our students evaluate sources and whether they can consistently discriminate among their favored electronic sources and the more traditional paths to gather information.
