	Summary of Data Collected (Performance Results): All high schools in Cobb, Douglas, and Paulding counties have been visited at least one time during this assessment period; some high schools have been visited multiple times. AY 05-06 enrollment from Cobb Co. was approximately 334, Douglas County approximately 34, and Paulding County approximately 42 for a total of 410. AY 06-07 enrollment from Cobb Co.=503; Douglas=36; Paulding=69 for a total of 632. This represents an increase of 54%.
