Of those 6 questions between 86% and 91% of the students indicated that they strongly agreed or agreed that the content was covered in a manner that provided understanding of the material. The other 2 questions related to required and optional reading. 78% of the students agreed or strongly agreed that the required textbook information provided them with the information to support the lecture material. 66% of the students agreed or strongly agreed that the optional textbooks were helpful.
