	Unit/Team Mission: The International Education Department is responsible promoting the internationalization of the college campus. The department provides international opportunities including study abroad by facilitating students’ and faculty’s’ participation in academic programs


	Expected Outcome: GHC will develop study abroad programs to match the needs of our student population.  Students will take advantage of these programs along with those available through the University System.


	Outcome Assessment Method: 1. Faculty will submit proposals to develop and take part in study abroad programs; 2. Students will be provided information through class visits and electronic methods regarding information relating to GHC and University System study abroad opportunities. 

	Performance Targets:  

Primary Target: At least four faculty members will take part in a study abroad program offered through GHC; 2. At least forty-six students will travel abroad during the academic year. This figure is based on the study abroad target assigned by the Office of International Education.

Secondary Target: At least 85% of the student body will be made aware of opportunities for international education.


	Summary of Data Collected (Performance Results): 
Primary Target: Criteria was developed to allow faculty to submit proposals to sponsor study abroad programs. Five faculty members were selected to sponsor three study abroad programs. Enrollment numbers supported two faculty members to take part in one program. A total of fourteen students traveled with this program with six receiving course credit. Additionally two students will take part in programs sponsored through the University System.
Secondary Target: All incoming freshmen were exposed to information relating to study abroad through orientation sessions. All students were exposed to information relating to study abroad through email.

	Recommended Actions: Continue the method set forth to submit proposals from faculty. Encourage faculty to develop traditional study abroad programs that allow immersion into a foreign culture. Work more closely with faculty to offer support need to ensure proper enrollment is achieved. Continue to deliver information to students through orientation sessions, classroom visits, and emails.
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
