Speech #2:  Analogy Speech (2-3 minute, self analysis, comparison presentation) 50 points
Through our discussions and activities in chapter two, you were presented with the opportunity to gain a greater awareness of your self-concept.  We specifically discussed three dimensions of the self-concept:  perceived self, presenting self, and desired self.  Use the “I Am a Puzzle” assignment to help guide you as you complete this assignment.
For this assignment, you are being asked to compare yourself to one object.  It cannot be a person or animal.  You are to make a 2 minute presentation in which you tell us how this object reflects your perceived self (how you see yourself), one should represent your presenting self (how others see you), and one should represent your desired self (how would you like to grow as a person).  The comparison between the object and each “self” should be thorough and contain thoughtful insight.  You will need to make a keyword outline so that I can follow along with you.
Content will be graded on your critical analysis of each self and adherence to effective speech organization.  Your visual aid will be graded on collegiate quality and presentation. Delivery will be evaluated on evidence of thorough rehearsal, conversational vocal tone, credible nonverbal skills, and ability to meet time limits.

Your speech should be 2 minutes in length.  You may dress casually for this assignment.
