GLEEful :  A Study of Relationships
One of the newest hits on television this past year is GLEE, a musical television series, about a high school glee club.  During several scenes in each show, the GLEE cast performs songs which reflect relationship challenges they encounter during the episode. 

In our studies of chapters 6 & 7, we have examined several theories of relationship development and discussed some of the challenges people face in relationships.  This assignment is your opportunity to integrate this knowledge into your own mini GLEE scene.
PROJECT:  For this project you will create the insert for the DVD release of your episode.

· Cover Page:  Make a creative cover which reflects the contents of your presentation.  Be sure to give your episode/DVD a title, etc.
· Page  2:  Select a song which you feel reflects a relationship development, issue, or challenge from your own life.   Next, write a brief synopsis which explains how this song relates to this relationship.   Compare and contrast the lyrics with the actual relationship.  
· Page 3:  Think about how specific communication concepts discussed in chapters 6 & 7 are reflected in this synopsis.  For example, does your scene illustrate Knapp’s,  Johari’s Window, Gibb’s Strategies, Conflict Management styles, Dialectical Tensions, or different Animal Personality Styles.  Write an analysis of how these concepts are illustrated.  Be sure to give a thoughtful and thorough analysis of the ways these concepts are reflected in your scene.
· Page 4:  Include all identifying information such as name, course, CRN#, etc. and provide a typed list of the song lyrics.  
SPEAKING PRESENTATION​:  Prepare a 2 minute presentation in which you present the information from your project 
· Be sure to discuss the information from pages 2 and 3 of the project.  Cite specific lyrics if appropriate.  You may also play a portion of the song if you would like.  There will be mini speakers which can be utilized with your IPods.  The overhead projector will also be available for lyrics.  Due to time management issues, this is the only technology available for your use. 
· Wrap up by showing your DVD cover and explaining the title, cover art, etc. 
SUGGESTION:  Fold your paper/poster, etc. in half and that will easily create 4 pages.
