Analogy Paper and Presentation:  
Goals: 

· To help us know you better in a fun creative way
· To build experience speaking in front of the class
· To develop greater awareness of yourself
In Chapter 2, you have had the opportunity to take a closer look at yourself, and have hopefully gained a greater understanding of how you see yourself and of how you present yourself to others.  Based on this new understanding, I would like for you to help us come to know you a little better. For this assignment, you will need to use both your analytical and creative skills.  You have the task of selecting an  animal, object or color, and use it to tell us more about you.  Develop a comparison between yourself and that animal, object or color in at least two distinct ways. Only one way may be a physical comparison (tall, pretty, muscular, etc.), and at least one must deal with your personality.

Written Task: Create a brief 1-2 page paper in which you develop this comparison. The paper should be in paragraph form and should include an introduction, supporting paragraphs, and a conclusion.  Please type the paper using generally accepted standards using a standard 12-point font. The paper should be double-spaced, and have 1- inch margins.  Be sure to use grammar and spell-check.  Be sure to include your name and class time at the top of the first page.  
Your Speaking Task: You are to prepare and present a short presentation on this paper.  Begin speech with a short one or two sentence introduction (ie: a cute story about yourself or how you came up with your object of comparison) that smoothly opens into your summary of the paper. (No "I did my paper on...")  Also, mention the two ways you are like the object in a preview.  Next, based on your preview, use a clearly organized plan and tell us about how you are similar to the object in the paper.  At the end, do not forget include a brief recap of the two areas of comparison and a polished conclusion.  (No "That's it")

Visual Aid: Include as part of speech 
Delivery Goals:  Speak loudly, speak clearly, use gestures and movement, make eye contact, be conversational, and be enthusiastic. Do not read the paper!
