A. Dr. John Pemberton

2. He invented Coke in a 3-legged brass kettle in his backyard.

3. He died in 1888, two years after filling for incorporation of the first Coca- Cola Company.

1. He was Dr. Pemberton’s partner and bookkeeper.

2. He suggested the name and penned the manuscript seen today for the logo of Coca-Cola.


C. Asa Candler



1. He bought the Coca-Cola Company in 1891.

2. He had to fight stories of Coca-Cola being addictive because of the Coca leaf contained in it.

3. He had a flair for merchandising and advertising which helped expand the consumption of Coke.



4. He was responsible for the large scale bottling of Coca-Cola.


D. Robert Woodruff
