GHC enrollment growing in record numbers
As enrollment climbs, number of HOPE eligible students falls

Georgia Highlands College is experiencing another record
year for enrollment. Enrollment numbers for fall 2007 are up
11% over fall 2006 with a total of 4,351 students.

As more students are entering GHC, many are finding out
that they are not eligible for the state-funded HOPE
scholarship. Criteria for determining HOPE eligibility
changed beginning this fall. Students’ grade point averages
are now determined by grades in core academic classes only,
without the potential benefit of grades in elective courses.

“The entire University System has seen a significant
decrease in the percentage of incoming, eligible students,”
stated Dr. Randy Pierce, GHC president. “At GHC, the
percentage of incoming freshmen who are HOPE-eligible has
plummeted from 57 percent in fall 2004 to approximately 20
percent this semester.”

Students can earn the HOPE scholarship while in college
after completing 30 semester hours with a B average. Pierce
added that this is why bridge to HOPE scholarships at GHC
are crucial. Bridge scholarships provide tuition and fees to
qualifying students for the first 30 hours leading to HOPE
eligiblity.
